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2. All data layers that are currently visible for this project are listed in the Layers pane in the bottom left of your
project. The layers will appear in the order they are listed. In the example below, the Kobo CSV layer (red dots) is
at the top of the list, thus it is visible.
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3. Move data layers with your mouse by left-clicking on a specific layer and dragging it lower on the list. In the
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layer (brown polygons) and is now hidden from view.
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4. You can also hide data layers without changing their order in the Layers panel, by unchecking the box next to
each layer.

2. Raster / Images
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iii. Raster data are grids of information, with each cell containing attribute (description, non-spatial) data. If
you zoom in on the satellite image above, you can see the distinct cells (or pixels).
